Whilst William Gilbert and Arthur
Sullivan were both respected in
their own right and during their
own time, Gilbert as a playwright
and Sullivan as a composer, their
collaboration under the manage-
ment of D’Oyly Carte proved an
inspired combination in the late
Victorian period.
