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The leading German composer of the seventeenth century, Schiuitz linked the traditions of Gabrieli’s
Venice with the music of Protestant Germany in a large number of mainly sacred choral works. Both
the Musikalische Requiem (German Requiem) and The Seven Words of Jesus Christ on the Cross are
characteristically powerful and intense works, notable for a rich, dark and, at times, startling sonority.
