The Diez
melodias vascas, widely regarded as one of Guridi’s masterpieces, made his name on the international
stage. They are remarkable for their variety, sophisticated instrumentation and brilliant
orchestration. While remaining true to the heart-felt emotions and and light-hearted nature of the
original melodies, Guridi is not afraid to introduce touches of modernistic acerbity.
