For the first time, the
listener and interested reader can hear
worthwhile alternative settings, performable
fragments and follow Schubert’s textual
alterations in the booklet. The artistic directors
of this preject are the pianists Stefan Laux and
Ulrich Eisenlohr, who have chosen the élite of
today’s young German Lieder singers.
