
This seventh and final volume of the Kodály Quartet’s recording of the complete Schubert
String Quartets features No. 5 in B flat major, D.68, the third of five quartets written when the
composer was 16. Also included are the precociously effective Overture in C minor, D.8, for
string quintet with two violas, written at the tender age of 14, and a String Trio from the
relative maturity of 1816, when Schubert had achieved independence from his family. DDD
