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On this second volume of Anton Rubinstein’s piano music, GRAMMY®-nominated pianist Joseph
Banowetz interprets works spanning the composer’s long career, from the famous Melody in F,
written by the 23-year-old Rubinstein to the nostalgic Souvenir of Dresden composed in the year of
his death. Russian Serenade is a charming vision of the composer’s homeland, the R e and
Impromptu a pair contrasting the lyrical and virtuosic, while Akrostichon No. 1 is a gently understated
love poem.
