Xian Xinghai

The son of a Macau fisherman, Xian Xinghai
(1909 - 1945) studied, after his father's death,
in Singapore, Guangzhou, Beijing and
Shanghai, moving in the 1930s to Paris, where
he had lessons with Paul Dukas and Vincent
d'Indy. After his return to China in 1935, he
devoted himself to patriotic songs. The Yellow
River Cantata, which associates the struggle
against Japan with the courage of fishermen
against the power of the Yellow River is
among his best known works, which also
include symphonies and violin compositions.
The seven orchestral pieces recorded in this
collection are all based on Xian Xinghai's
songs.
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
