Boris Giltburg has set out to learn and film all 32 piano sonatas by Beethoven by the end of
2020. The project started as a personal exploration, driven by curiosity and his strong love of
the Beethoven sonatas, and the recordings presented in this initial volume display Giltburg’s
customary spirit, technical finesse and convey the electric atmosphere of the live recording.
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
