The Johannes Youth Choir was founded in
1977 by Anders Eby, who has been the
choir’s conductor and artistic leader ever
since. At first the choir consisted of only 16
members, but now numbers 40 between the
ages of 18 and 25.

As the name suggests, the choir is connected
with the Johannes Church in the centre of
Stockholm, but its aim is to work to an equal
extent with secular productions as we have
tried to show with this record. A wide reper-
toire is the basis of progress

The Johannes Youth Choir has toured fre-
quently both in Sweden and abroad and parti-
cipated in several choir festivals winning first
prizes in Tours, France, in Hanover, West
Germany and in Spittal, Austria. Earlier the
choir recorded an LP-record with Christmas
music and has also made a number of record-
ings for Swedish Radio

Born in 1949, Anders Eby has studied the
art of conducting choral music with Eric Eric-
son at the State College of Music in Stock-
holm. He has also studied interpretation of
baroque music in Paris and orchestra conduc-
ting in Italy and the USA. Since 1972, he has
been director of music at Johannes Church
Anders Eby has been a member of the jury
and conducted at several festivals in Europe,
including Aix-en-Provence in France. He is
often engaged as a teacher of conducting in
Sweden and abroad.

Since 1972, Anders Eby has also served as
leader of the Mikaeli Chamber Choir, and he
led the Uppsala Academic Chamber Choir
from 1974 to 1983. Under his leadership both
these choirs have achieved international tri-
umphs by winning first prizes in Austria and
Ttaly.
