Palmas — sheis, in fact Sweden’s most widely travelled
concert pianist. And yet she still finds time for concert
appearances in her native country.

WIKSTROM& BARTOV

DAVID BARTOV foddes i Sovjetunionen dir hans
musikutbildning paborjades och dir han vann ett flertal
violintivlingar. Sexton dr gammal flyttade han till Israel
och fortsatte sina studier vid Tel Avivs musikaliska
akademi. 1970 kom han forsta gangen till Sverige som
konsertméstare i Young Israel Strings. Han har framtratt
i Europa, Nord- och Sydamerika som solist, konsert-
maéstare och med sin kvartett.

DAVID BARTOV was born in the Soviet Union
where his music education was begun and where he also
won several violin centests. At sixteen he left for Israel
and continued his studies there. In 1970 he visited
Sweden for the first time as concert master of the Young
Israel Strings. He has appeared in Europe, North- and
South America as soloist, concert master and as leader
of his own quartet.

SCHUBERT

1816, nir Schubert var 19 4r gammal, komponerade
han tre sonatiner for violin och piano, op. 137, varav den
andra presenteras pa denna inspelning. Det ar brukligt
att referera till samtliga som miniatyrer, vilket kan for-
klara att forldggaren, inte kompositoren, gav dem bendm-
ningen sonatiner och ej sonater.

In 1816, when Schubert was 19 years old, he compos-
ed three Sonatines for violin and piano, op. 137, and it is
the second of these that has been recorded here. It is
customary to refer to all three of them as miniatures
which might explain why the publisher, not the composer,
gave them the title Sonatines and not Sonatas.

DVORAK

Under sin vistelse i USA skrev Dvordk nagra av sina
mest kinda verk, bl. a. symfonin ”Fran den nya vérlden”.
Samma ar, 1893, komponerade han denna sonatin fér
violin och piano. Ocksa den speglar amerikanska ton-
gangar, framfor allt i den andra satsen som har under-
rubriken ”Indiansk canzonetta”.

During his stay in USA Dvorédk wrote some of his
most well known works, such as the symphony ”From the
New World”. In the same year, 1893, he composed this
Sonatine for violin and piano which also mirros typical
American musical characteristics, particularly in the sec-

ond movement. It bears the caption ”Indian Canzonetta”.
