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STOCKHOLMS ENSEMBLEN

Mats Liljefors, ledare

Musk pa Slottet

Det oll sig helt naturligt att Stockholms Ensemblen &gnade
en viktig del av sitt férsta program pa Stockholms slott i juli
1970 &t Johan Helmich Roman (1694—1758). Denne betydande
svenska musikpersonlighet, var framste representant fér ba-
rocktiden, har under arens lopp aterkommit manga ganger pa
ensemblens program, i stérre eller mindre sammanhang.

Den Uvertyr av Roman som framférs hér, ett charmerande
verk som ar typiskt fér sin upphovsman, har letats fram av
Mats Liljefors pa Kungl. Musikaliska Akademiens notbibliotek.

Tva av de andra tonsédttarna pa denna inspelning ar néra
samtida med Roman.

Giuseppe Tartini (1692—1770) féoddes i Pirano d’Istria i
Italien. Han var en mangsidig herre: teoretiker av stora matt,
en ypperlig violin virtuos, grundare av en berémd violinskola,
tillskyndare av flera viktiga forbattringar i violin- och straktill-
verkningen — och dessutom en fantasifull kompositoér.

For de flesta musikintresserade har han hittills varit mest
kand for sonaten med djavulsdrillen, Trillo del diavolo. Hans
stora produktion borjar dock upptéackas allt mer. Violinkonser-
ten drogs fram ur gémmorna i Uppsala Universitets bibliotek
av Ebbe Selén och ingar i den sa kallade Gimo samlingen.

Johann Friedrich Fasch (1688—1758) féddes i Weimar, utbil-
dades i Leipzig och i Darmstadt, startade ett Collegium
musicum i Leipzig, en féregangare till de sedemera sa kénda
Gewandhauskonserterna. Han verkade som violinist i Bayreuth
och blev sedemera hovkapellmastare i Zerbst. Johann Sebas-
tian Bach var for 6vrigt en stor beundrare av Fasch, som skrev
flera operor samt kyrko- och instrumentalmusik. Konserten for
oboe och strakar i g-moll ar ett schwungfullt och intressant
verk i hogbarockens stil.

Den fjdrde kompositéren pa denna skiva ar Wolfgang Ama-
deus Mozart (1756—1791). 16 ar gammal komponerade han
Divertomento i D-dur, KV 136, en av de s.k. Salzburg sinfo-
niorna. Ungdomsskapelse till trots ger det en omisskénlig bild
av geniet Mozart som han trader fram i den senare produk-
tionen.

Dessa fyra verk ar nagra av de manga som ingar i Stock-
holms Ensemblens repertoar vid Slottskonserterna och turné-
erna inom saval som utom landet.

The Stockholm Ensemble gave its first concert at the Royal
Palace, Stockholm, in July 1970. The obvious choice of com-
poser for that programme was Johan Helmich Roman (1694—
1758). This foremost representative of the baroque era in Swe-
den has frequently been performed by the Ensemble since that
first concert.

The Overture is a charming work, typical of Roman, the so
called "Father of Swedish Music”. It was discovered by Mats
Liljefors at the Royal Academy of Music.

Two of the other composers on this recording are contem-
poraries of Roman.

Giuseppe Tartini (1692—1770) was born in Pirando d’Istria in
Italy. A versatile musical figure, Tartini was a theoretican, the
greatest violin virtuoso of his time, founder of a famous violin
school, sponsor of several improvements in violin and bow
manufacturing. In addition, he was an imaginative composer,
mostly known today for his difficult ’Devil’s Trill"” Sonata. But
more and more of his many works are beginnig to be per-
formed today. The Violin concerto was discovered by Ebbe
Selén in the library of the Uppsala University.

Johann Friedrich Fasch (1688—1758) was born in Weimar,
educated in Leipzig and Darmstadt, founded a Collegium mu-
sicum in Leipzig, a forerunner to the later so popular Gewand-
haus concerts. For a time he played the violin in Bayreuth and
became, by and by, court conductor at Zerbst. Johann Sebas-
tian was actually a great admirer of Fasch’s, who wrote several
operas, church and instrumental music. The Concerto for oboe
in g-minor is full of verve in the style of the baroque.

The fourth composer on this recording is Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart (1756—1791). Although merely 16 years old when he
composed the Divertimento in D, KV 136 — also called one of
the Salzburg sinfonias — it bears the unmistakable stamp of
the composer who was destined to become one of the gener-
ally most beloved of all.

These four works are some of the many that have been per-
formed regularly by the Stockholm Ensemble at the Palace
concerts and during tours in Sweden as well as abroad.
