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This third volume of Balakirev's complete piano music centres on the
sequence of seven Mazurkas, infectiously lively pieces full of Slavic
atmosphere and colour. The Humoresque in D major reveals his virtuosic
flair whilst the Dumka in E flat minor uses improvisational elements to evoke
the Russian landscape and the timelessness of village life: The Sonatina in
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
